
ROUND THE BLOCK MYSTERY QUILT AUGUST/SEPTEMBER 2020 
 MINI QUILT  28” x 28” 

 
 
FABRIC REQUIREMENTS: 

• 0.6 metres 40” wide background fabric – which should be a neutral that allows your 
other fabrics to show well and be ‘quiet’ enough to allow your quilting to show. 

• 4 different print/batik fabrics that play nicely together @ 2 ½” x width of 40” fabric 
(jelly roll friendly) 

 
 
CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS: 
From your background fabric, cut: 

1. 2 @ 6 ½” strips and sub-cut each to 2 @ 9 ½” x 6 ½” rectangles, 1 @ 6 ½” x 6 ½” 
square and 1 @ 6 ½” x 4 ½” rectangle. 

2. From the leftover pieces cut 3 @ 2 ½” squares. 
3. 2 @ 3 ½” strips and sub-cut each to 1 @ 3 ½” x 28 ½” rectangle and 1 @ 3 ½” x 10 ½” 

rectangle. 
 
From each of your Fabrics 1 and 2, cut: 

1. 1 @ 2 ½” strip and sub-cut to 2 @ 2 ½” x 10 ½” rectangles plus 2 @ 2 ½” x 6 ½” 
rectangles 

 
From each of your Fabrics 3 and 4, cut: 

2. 1 @ 2 ½” strip and sub-cut to 3 @ 2 ½” x 6 ½” rectangles plus 1 @ 2 ½” x 2 ½” 
square. 
 
Label each set of fabrics 1, 2, 3, 4 – this could be done on a card with a snippet of each fabric.
